Major Degree Certification

A Major Certification is completed during the quarter you plan to graduate.

At that time, you and your faculty adviser and/or staff adviser check to see

that al l maj or requirements have been
completes the degree certification by wanfy that all college and university
requirements have been satisfied and will notify you with a copy of the

Major Certification form.

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Degree Requirement Changes

On occasion, the faculty make changes in the requirements that students
must satisfy to obtain the baccalaureate degree. So that yoowlle
penalized by changes that may work to your disadvantage and so that you
will benefit by changes that assist you in completing your degree
requirements, it is college policy that you may choose to fulfill the
university, college and major requirent®im effect at the time you were
registered at UC Dawvis. If you have transferred to UC Davis from a
community college, state college, or another university, you may follow the
requirements as stated in any UC Davis catalog in effect either during the
three years immediately preceding your transfer to Davis or at the time you
first registered at that institution, whichever is most recent. Once you have
chosen the year of the General Catalog under which you wish to be
governed, you must satisfy all of theiwarsity, college and major
requirements specified in that catalog.




More Items to Know About CA&ES

1 No matter what your major is within the College of Agricultural and
Environmental Sciences, including those CA&ES students within the
Division of Biological Sciences, you will graduate with a Bachelor of
Science degree.

T Our English composition requirement differs from the L&S in that there
is no upper division composition course required to graduate. In
addition, courses used to satisfy thguieement may be taken on a
pass/no pass basis. (Note: Some majors may require an additional
composition/rhetoric course to satisfy major requirements.)

Probation and Dismissal

The following provisions apply to all undergraduates. Graduate and
professional students with scholarship deficienciesalogect to action at the
discretion of their respective deans.

Scholastic Deficiencies

A student will be placed on probation or subject to disqualification for failure
to meet qualitative or quantitative standards of scholarship.

Qualitative Standards. The qualitative standards of scholarship require that
a student maintain a C average (2.000) or better for all work undertaken in
the university and for the work undertaken in any one quarter.

A student will be placed on probation for qualitative reasqret the end of
any quarter, the studentds grade poin

Less than 2.000, but not less than 1.500, for the quarter
or
Less than 2.000 for all courses taken within the University of California

A student will be subject to disqualificatidor qualitative reasons if, at the
end of any quarter,

The studentds grade point average i s
or

The studentds grade point average i s
within the University of California,

or

The studehhas attempted more than 16 units gradgdcomplete),
or
The student has spent two consecutive quarters on academic probation.

Quantitative Standards. The quantitative standards, referred to as minimum
progress requirements, define scholarshiprims$eof the number of units

that you must satisfactorily complete. It is expected that a student will earn
the 180Gunit minimum degree requirement within 12 quarters (four years).
This means students are expected to complete, on average, 15 units per
quarte.

Because occasions arise which prevent students from achieving expected
progress towards the degree, the campus has estabfighietum progress

requirementsto which students must adhere. To meet minimum progress, a
full-time regular undergraduaterexquired to maintain an average of at least

13 units passed over all quarters of enrollment. Minimum progress is
calculated at the end of every Spring Quarter for the preceding three quarters

Once a student has met qualitative and quantitative standards of scholarship,

or has satisfied all requirements for graduation, thatiwot will be removed

from the transcript.

Dismissal

Dismissal for either qualitative or quantitative reasons (defined above) is
based on the decision of the dean of the college in which the student is
enrolled. Such dismissal is from the University ofifdenia system and not
simply the college or the Davis campus. Should a former Davis student later
wish to be readmitted to the Davis campus, the authority to do so rests with
the dean of the college from which the student was dismissed. If a student is
dismissed from their college, they will automatically receive a full refund of
registration fees paid for that term.

Students should go to the deanbds of fi
advising about probation and dismissal.

A student will be plaed on probation or subject to disqualification for failure
to meet qualitative or quantitative standards of scholarship.

Passed/Not Passed (P/NP) Grading

Subiject to regulation by the faculties of the colleges and schools, an
undergraduate student in good standing may requestdGpecific courses
on a Passed/Not Passed basis. Such requests must be submitted and
confirmed before the 25th day of instruction.

The grade P is assigned for a grade iob€better. Units thus earned are
counted in satisfaction of degree requirementsabeinot counted in
determining your grade point average.

The intent of this option is to encourage exploration in areas in which you

have little or no previous experience by alleviating grading pressures. The
maximum number of units graded P that willdseepted for degree credit is

one third of the units completed in residence on the Davis campus.
Consequently, at least two thirds of the units completed in residence at Davis
and presented in satisfaction of degree requirements must be in courses taken
for a letter grade.
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In specific approved courses, instructors will assign only Passed or Not
Passed grades. Such courses count toward the maximum number of units
graded P allowable toward the degree. If you are planning to take courses on
a P/NP basis, yoshould also familiarize yourself with the requirements of
your particular school or college, which may have placed conditions or
restrictions in addition to the university requirements. If you plan to attend
graduate or professional school, you should sthvgith Advising Services
regarding Passed/Not Passed grading.

If you elect the P/NP grading option for courses graded upon completion of a
two- or threequarter sequence {progress grading), a petition must be
submitted before half of the time coveilggthe IP grading has elapsed. The
P/NP grading will then be in effect for the entire course sequence.

If you receive a D or an F in a course, you may not repeat it using the P/NP
option. If you receive an Incomplete in a course you took for a letter,grade
you may not complete the course on a Passed/Not Passed basis.

College of Agricultural and Environmental SciencesThe Passed/Not

Passed option should be used only for elective courses, not for courses taken
to fulfill major requirements. An NP grade ircaurse required by the major
could prevent graduation. When in doubt, check with your faculty adviser
before electing to take a course on a Passed/Not Passed grading basis.

College of Biological Sciencesll courses used to satisfy major

requirements mude taken on a lettggraded basis, unless courses are only
offered on a Passed/Not Passed basis. Courses taken before Fall 2006 on a
Passed/Not Passed basis will be accepted in fulfillment of major
requirements. Per university regulations, all coursed t fulfill General
Education requirements must be taken for a letter grade.

Satisfactory/Unsatisfactory (S/U)

The grade of S is awarded to graduate students for work in graduate courses
that otherwise would receive a grade ofds better and for workni
undergraduate courses that otherwise would receive a gradeoofb@tter.

Graduate students, under certain circumstances, may be assigned grades of S
or U, but units earned in this way will not be counted in calculating the grade
point average. Petdns to elect S/U grading are available from the Graduate
Studies Office and must be signed by your graduate adviser. Graduate
students may petition to take no more than one course per quarter on an S/U
grading basis. A graduate course in which a C, D gnaBe is received may

not be repeated with the S/U option.

In specific approved courses, instructors will assign only Satisfactory or
Unsatisfactory grades. Such courses count toward the maximum number of
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units graded S allowable toward the degree, asfsgeby each degree
program.

In-Progress (IP) Grading

For a course extending over more than
grading only, pending completion of s
evaluation of student performance is deferred until tlieoéhe final

quarter. Provisional grades of IP are assigned in the intervening quarters and

are replaced with the final grade at the completion of the sequence. In order

to gain credit toward graduation, a student must successfully complete the

entire sgquence. For electing P/NP grading for a course gradptbigress,

see Passed/Not Passed (P/NP) Grading, above.

Incomplete Grades

The grade of | may be assigned when a

Incomplete grades will not be included in your grade point average at the end
of a quarter. However, at the time of graduation, any remaining | grades are
included when your grade point average is computed in order to determine
whether you haveahi eved the 2. 000 average req!l
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degree. An Incomplete grade, in these computations, has the same effect as a
grade F, NP or U, depending on which option you have exercised. Therefore,
it is recommended that students not delay theate of incomplete grades

SO as not to jeopardize graduation.

Retroactive Grade Changes

All grades except | and IP are final when filed by an instructor at the end of
the quarter. No final grade except | may be revised by examination or the
submission oadditional work after the close of the quarter.

If a clerical or procedural error in the reporting of a grade by the instructor
can be documented, you may request a change of grade with a petition
available from department offices. The request must be toadhe fifth

week of the following quarter.

Grade changes for fAclerical o errors (
upon documentation, are automatically granted. Requests to interchange P,

NP, S or U grades with normal letter grades based upoergtnded (such

as to allow graduation or to meet entrance requirements for professional

school) do not involve clerical or procedural errors and are automatically

denied. Thus, students should exercise the Passed/Not Passed or
Satisfactory/Unsatisfactoigrading options with caution.

Degree credit for a repeated course will beeg only once, but the grades

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Repeating a course more than @nequires approval by the appropriate
college dean. Departments may restrict the repetition of a course if it is a
prerequisite to a course the student has already completed with a grdde of C
or better.

Graduate students, with the consent of the apmtgpgraduate adviser and
the dean of Graduate Studies, may repeat any course in which they received
a C, D, For U, up to a maximum of 9 units for all courses repeated. Courses

Course Load

Expected ProgressStudents are expected to graduate in 12 quarters (four
years). To do so, students should plan to completverage of 15 units per
guarter (15 units per quarter for 12 quarters totals 180 units). Because
occasions arise which prevent students from achieving expected progress
towards the degree, the campus has established minimum progress
requirements, to wbh students must adhere.

Minimum Progress Requirements.To meet minimum progress, a fiiine
regular undergraduate is required to maintain an average of at least 13 units
passed over all quarters of enrollment. Minimum progress is calculated at the
end d every Spring Quarter for the preceding three quarters (Fall, Winter,
Spring) comprising the academic year. Undergraduate students falling below
this requirement are not in good academic standing and may be disqualified
from further enroliment at the Uravsity. Quarters for which a student was
officially approved for partime status are omitted from the minimum

Certification of Full -Time Status.Undergraduate students must carry a
study load of at least 12 units (including workload units) each quarter in
order to be certified as fulime students fomisurance and financial aid
purposes or to compete in intercollegiate athletics. Graduate students must
carry a study load of at least 12 units each quarter in order to be certified as
full-time students for insurance and financial aid purposes.

Major

There is no inherent advantage in the choice of one particular major over another. Any
major is acceptable as long as the requiredspterinary courses (science andnon
science) have been completed.

Graduate Record Examination(GRE)

This is only standardized examination required for entrance to US veterinary
schools, including UC Davis | and Western U. (Note: different schools have
different testing requirements and may accept other exams) Only the General
Test is required. nvolves seven 3Minute tests (three and ehalf hours of
testing), and can be taken by computer any time. There is no longer a paper
version of the GRE General Test.

GRE Information can be found on tB&RE websiteFor UC Davis, the GRE

must be taken no later than September 30th of the year you apply to veterinary
school. If you feel that your GRE scores do mafkect your true ability, you

may take the exam again. Only the best score for each section will be
considered by the admissions committee at UC Davis when reviewing your
application. This policy, however, varies from school to school. WU will accept
either the GRE or the MCAT (Medical College Admissions Test).

Experience

One hundred and eighty (180) hours of veterinary, animal and frekdthd
experience is the required minimum amount to apply to UC Davis; however,
most successful applicants have méntthis amount (2,500+ hours on
average). Western U requires at least 500 hours of fmandgperience. Other
schools have varied requirements. Diverse work experience will aid you in
deciding which veterinary track to pursue and will strengthen yowsohetol
application as well. Start your preparation as early as possible.

Application Format

UC Davis now uses the Veterinary Medical Colleges Application Service
(VMCAS). This is the centralized application process for applications for most
of the U.S. vetrinary medical colleges. VMCAS organizes the distribution,
collection and processing for applications but is not involved with setting
application, admissions, or deadline requirement, or with making admission
decisions; questions concerning these masieosild be directed separately to
each school of veterinary medicine. Applicants to WU may apply through
VMCAS or directly to the university. You are encouraged to speak with an
HSA prevetadviserif you have questions.

Application Process

¥ A student appling to veterinary school has the option of doing so after
two years of college have been completed and the minimum
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requirements (see above) have been met, but most successful applicants
complete a bachelor's degree prior to matriculation into vet school.

» Be sure to attend the HSA Vet School Application Workshop during
the Spring Quarter before you apply for tips on how to complete the
best application possible. This workshop will be announced on the HSA
prehealthevents listserv (along with other progra of interest to pre
vet students) and will be posted on the Advising Services website
calendar..

¥ The Veterinary Medical Colleges Application ServigdICAS) is now
available only online. Applications need to bemitked one year prior
to the year of matriculation with an October 1st deadline for most
schools. Applications usually become available on the website in late
May. Contact any nalMCAS schools you would like to apply to
directly to request an application.

¥ You must also request that the Educational Testing Service mail copies
of your GRE scores to VMCAS (UC Dauvis institutional code = 4975).
This can be done when registering to take the examination.

¥ Personal interviews for admission are usually part o&atlmissions
process; be sure to attend the HSA Vet School Interview Workshop
offered each Winter Quarter.
